And that everyone dedicates an 
hour or two of their time to participate in the upcoming 
sessions.

The Rev. Karen Hunter presented an overview of Appreciative Inquiry to 15 
members of St. David’s congregation on Monday night, October 15, 2007. I am 
sure more would have attended but had scheduling conflicts.  

In general, Appreciative Inquiry consists of four parts. 

Discovery Story telling about our Best Life Giving events.  
Dreams Structuring the themes (one word topics) from the stories.  
Design Provocative Propositions everyone is invited to make.  
Delivery Acting on the Provocative Propositions with regular review. 

After the overview we were asked if we wanted to proceed with Appreciative 
Inquiry for St. David’s, or whether we were too burnt out to care. It was the 
consensus of the group to proceed with the story telling phase. 

Karen+ was asked to continue facilitating the process and she agreed. The next 
session will be at our quarterly conversation on November 4th. For potluck that 
Sunday it is suggested that we bring some kind of finger food. This way we can 
eat and share our stories at the same time.  

Please plan on attending and sharing your story. If you don’t think you have a 
story, come and be a listener for others.
