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Education for Ministry , affectionately known as EfM, is a program of theological 
education-at-a-distance of the School of Theology of the University of the South. 
Students sign up one year at a time for this four-year program. It covers the basics of a 
theological education in the Old and New Testaments, church history, liturgy, and 
theology. Students meet regularly, usually once a week, in seminars under the guidance 
of trained mentors. The program grants a certificate at the completion of the four years 
and 18 Continuing Education Units for each year's work. A new year starts in January 
with Sharron Hollingsworth leading a group that meets in Emmett on Wednesday 
mornings. If you want to know more, talk to St. David’s graduates Sandy Roth, Shari 
McGuire and D’Arcy Orde. Antonia Kline is currently enrolled and wouldn’t mind a 
carpool buddy. To enroll, call Sharron at 365-3938. 
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I moved my desk into another room (groan) and discovered the March 2006 Dove where 
I had asked the question, “What do you see in a St. David’s Labyrinth?” None of you 
responded then, that you saw a lighted helipad with a helicopter of mercy, a life flight, 
descending onto our beckoning spiritual pathway with an emergency cargo!  That is the 
provocative proposition we are currently working on!  We had come to an impasse about 
the labyrinth during the 2007 summer.  After deciding at the annual meeting in January to 
take on the labyrinth as a mission to our community, the plans I proposed proved too 
expensive, and our congregation stretched for time and energy. I decided to leave the 
project in God’s hands for the summer. Then, at the Quarterly Conversation, April 
encouraged me to rethink the plan.  I found with an open heart and an open mind that we 
could build a beautiful, handicapped friendly spiritual path much cheaper. This new 
perspective seemed to break down obstacles among our faithful members, and we 
visualized building it. Then, the hospital called!  Since September 1, we have been 
working to define a partnership with West Valley Medical and St. David’s to meet each 
other’s needs: Theirs for a helipad and ours for a handicapped-friendly, durable labyrinth 
to integrate into our memorial garden. So far, creating a 30 ft. labyrinth (instead of 48’) 
and using a polymer material to layout the pattern can satisfy both the needs of the 
hospital and us. Our negotiations are proceeding and ground breaking is a likely 
possibility by Spring 2008!  Please ask questions and express ideas and concerns to 
Leslie Robertson and Bill Kline.

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St. David’s Appreciative Inquiry  
November 4, 2007 (All Saints Sunday) 

READ, THINK, QUESTION & PRAY 

The following list is a copy of the ideas gleaned during our quarterly conversation 
and the first stage of appreciative inquiry facilitated by The Rev. Karen Hunter. We 
have printed it exactly as it was written on Karen’s+ easel. All of us who attended 
may discover something is missing. Those of you who were unable to stay or attend 
may wish to add to this list. We told our stories and Karen+ wrote what she heard 
us say about St. David’s. This is the ‘discovery stage’ of the appreciative inquiry 
process. At this stage we are asked to tell our story; this helps us discover our life 
giving force. We are sharing our faith-giving actions in church and in our secular 
life. After each story we suggested a song that relates to the story. From this we 
hope we can discover what three things St. David’s appears to value. Once we have 
finished Stage I, we will move forward to Stage II (dreams), Stage III (design), and 
finally Stage IV (deliver). 

SACRAMENT: common vision; positive attitude 
BELONGING: words....”I believe and therefore….” 
welcoming (openness) 
FOUNDATIONAL EXPERIENCE: God is love 
having fun together, working together, trust, constancy….. 
GENEROUSITY OF SPIRIT: thankfulness, utilizing gifts for ministry, being a part 
of something bigger, working together, acting together, (faith becomes reality). 
TODAY IS A DIFFERENT DAY: we have common needs, hopes, dreams. 
-working together works best. 
-church is bigger than “our little world.” 
-growth requires openness/flexibility 
-flexibility requires listening 
-we can deal with challenges because we are not alone 
WE ARE RESILIENT/FAITHFUL: know and be known; support & nurture; my 
children want to come – be a part of something 
FREEDOM OF THOUGHT: theology, baptismal covenant; different ways work 
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�  Advent is a term from the Latin word 'adventus' which means "arrival". 
�  It is a time of waiting for the arrival of Christmas, the coming of Jesus to earth when 

he was born as a baby at Bethlehem about two thousand years ago. 
�  Clergy typically wear royal purple or royal blue vestments during Advent. Many 

churches also include an advent wreath (sometimes called an Advent ring or crown) 
in their Advent services. 

�  The Christian year follows the life of Jesus. It begins with Advent Sunday - which in 
the Christian church, is 'New Year's Day'. The most important day of the year will be 
Easter Sunday, the day on which Jesus came back to life - but before that festival, 
there will be other special days to look forward to. At the end of Advent, there will be 
Jesus' birthday (Christmas Day).  

�  During the season of Advent, Christians across the world prepare for the celebration 
of the arrival of the Lord into the world through the birth of his Son Jesus Christ. 
Advent is a time to celebrate light in the midst of darkness. It is also a time to look 
forward to when Jesus will come a second time. 

For more about Advent, check out the materials in the Welcome Center located in the 
narthex (front entrance) of the church.
