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As we, you and I, look back at 2007 in regards to St. David’s there were lots of changes 

during the year. Depending on our perspective, some could be called bad and some called good. 
Regardless of what they are called, St. David’s is not the same church as it was a year ago. 

The year started off with The Rev. Jennifer Antonnen resigning as the priest. Along with her 
leaving, some members of the congregation left. Since then some of them have returned. Sunday 
attendance for the year, is lower than in 2006, but appears to be going up. Over the year it has 
averaged about 30. 

There have been times during the year that as the Senior Warden I have been frustrated. 
Many of you may have heard my comment that Bishop Harry should close both Grace and St. 
David’s and build a church between them. Fortunately no one has taken me seriously.  Looking 
for members to assist or take on projects was the most frustrating of all. I was reminded over and 
over again that things get done on God’s schedule, not mine. 

To mention a few of the highlights I have seen during the year I would start with the 
formation of Worship Leaders. They have taken a very active role in the worship services. We 
also have two licensed Lay Preachers sharing the sermons with The Rev. Wally Lonergan. The 
number of Acolytes has increased and some members are singing as a group during communion. 
It is Total Ministry in action.  

After a long delay we started Appreciative Inquiry at St. David’s. Both sessions were well 
attended with very active participation from all. The Provocative Proposition phase will be held 
as part of the Annual Meeting.   

Several improvements were made to the buildings and grounds. Handicap 
access has improved with the removal of the hazardous steps. The rose bed was 
rebuilt and looks wonderful. While dirt hasn’t been turned yet for the labyrinth 
and memorial garden, several plans have been turned and turned again. I really 
believe by spring, several members will be turning dirt. 

Since my one-year, fill-in term on the vestry is ending, I have been 
asked by several if I will be running for one of the open three-year terms. I 
have even been asked if I wanted to be Sr. Warden for another year. About 
the only thing I can honestly say at this time is “I am doing a lot of praying 
over both questions and will be for the next month”. 

I have to remember that I am in training and that there 
will be lots of downs and ups.
